Vote recorder

AS Edison's first patent, this device permitted voters
to push a 'yes' or 'no' switch instead of writing their vote.

automatic
telegraph

Lasaieeffort to improve the telegraph, Edison created
another, based on his perforated pen, that required no one
totap ottt the message at the receiving end. This new
technology increased words transmitted per minute from
25-40 to as many as 1,000. Edison also eventually produced
a 'speaking telegraph.'
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
